πάλαι (palai) = long ago
πολυμερῶς (polymerōs) = many times
πολυτρόπως (polytropōs) = many ways
πατράσιν (patrasin) = fathers
προφήταις (prophētais) = prophets

Following the word order of the Greek text of verses 1-2 reads literally:
“In many portions and in many ways long ago God after speaking to the fathers by the prophets in last days these has spoken to us by the Son whom he appointed heir of all things through whom also he made the ages.”
Robert Caro in Hebrews: A Mentor Commentary (2024) pp. 25-26 pointed out the wonderful parallel in the word order of the Greek text.
