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The Widow's Offering
Mark 12:41-44 and Luke 21:1-4
41 And he sat down opposite the treasury and watched the people putting money into the offering box. [Jesus looked up and saw LK] Many rich people put in large sums. 42 And a poor widow came and put in two small copper coins, which make a penny. 
43 And he called his disciples to him and said to them, “Truly, I say to you, this poor widow has put in more than all those who are contributing to the offering box. 44 For they all contributed out of their abundance, but she out of her poverty has put in everything she had, all she had to live on.”
Jesus Foretells Destruction of the Temple
Also Known As “The Olivet Discourse”

Matthew 24:1-3 with Mark 13:1-4 and Luke 21:5-6
24 Jesus left the temple and was going away, when his disciples came to point out to him the buildings of the temple. [“Look, Teacher, what wonderful stones and what wonderful buildings!” MK] [adorned with noble stones and offerings LK] 2 But he answered them, “You see all these, do you not? Truly, I say to you, [the days will come when LK] there will not be left here one stone upon another that will not be thrown down.”
Signs of the End of the Age
3 As he sat on the Mount of Olives, [opposite the temple, Peter and James and John and Andrew MK] the disciples came to him privately, saying, “Tell us, when will these things be, and what will be the sign of your coming and of the end of the age [when all these things are about to be accomplished MK]?” 
4 And Jesus answered them, “See that no one leads you astray. 5 For many will come in my name, saying, ‘I am the Christ,’ [and, ‘The time is at hand!’ LK] and they will lead many astray. [Do not go after them. LK]  

6 And you will hear of wars and rumors of wars. See that you are not alarmed, for this must take place [first LK], but the end is not yet. 7 For nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom, and there will be famines and earthquakes [and famines and pestilences. And there will be terrors and great signs from heaven. in various places. LK] 8 All these are but the beginning of the birth pains. 
[Be on your guard. MK] [But before all this they will lay their hands on you and persecute you, LK] 9 “they will deliver you up to tribulation [you will be beaten in synagogues, MK] [and prisons, and you will be brought before kings and governors LK] and put you to death, and you will be hated by all nations for my name's sake. 
Luke 21: 13-18 with Mark 13:11 This will be your opportunity to bear witness. 14 Settle it therefore in your minds not to meditate beforehand how to answer, 15 for I will give you a mouth and wisdom, which none of your adversaries will be able to withstand or contradict. [for it is not you who speak, but the Holy Spirit. MK] 16 You will be delivered up even by parents and brothers and relatives and friends, and some of you they will put to death. 17 You will be hated by all for my name's sake. 18 But not a hair of your head will perish.
Matthew 24:10-14 with Luke 21:19            10 And then many will fall away and betray one another and hate one another. 11 And many false prophets will arise and lead many astray. 12 And because lawlessness will be increased, the love of many will grow cold. 13 But the one who endures to the end will be saved [By your endurance you will gain your lives LK]. 14 And this gospel of the kingdom will be proclaimed throughout the whole world as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will come.



The Abomination of Desolation
Matthew 24:15-28 with Mark 13:14-23 and Luke 21:20-24
15 “So when you see the abomination of desolation spoken of by the prophet Daniel, standing in the holy place [standing where he ought not to be MK] (let the reader understand) [when you see Jerusalem surrounded by armies LK],16 then let those who are in Judea flee to the mountains. 17 Let the one who is on the housetop not go down to take what is in his house, 18 and let the one who is in the field not turn back to take his cloak. [let those who are inside the city depart, and let not those who are out in the country enter it, 22 for these are days of vengeance, to fulfill all that is written. LK]
Luke 21:23b-24        For there will be great distress upon the earth and wrath against this people.24 They will fall by the edge of the sword and be led captive among all nations, and Jerusalem will be trampled underfoot by the Gentiles, until the times of the Gentiles are fulfilled.
Matthew 24:19-28 And alas for women who are pregnant and for those who are nursing infants in those days! 20 Pray that your flight may not be in winter or on a Sabbath. 21 For then there will be great tribulation, such as has not been from the beginning of the world until now, no, and never will be. 22 And if those days had not been cut short, no human being would be saved. But for the sake of the elect those days will be cut short. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]23 Then if anyone says to you, ‘Look, here is the Christ!’ or ‘There he is!’ do not believe it. 24 For false christs and false prophets will arise and perform great signs and wonders, so as to lead astray, if possible, even the elect. [But be on guard MK] 25 See, I have told you beforehand.
26 So, if they say to you, ‘Look, he is in the wilderness,’ do not go out. If they say, ‘Look, he is in the inner rooms,’ do not believe it. 27 For as the lightning comes from the east and shines as far as the west, so will be the coming of the Son of Man. 28 Wherever the corpse is, there the vultures will gather.
