	Why It Is Dangerous (Theological Concern)

	The Bible is too difficult to read. 
It is actually irrelevant.
	Removes God’s authority and leaves people without a clear guide for truth and life (2 Tim. 3:16–17; Ps. 119:105).

	Truth is relative. 
True for you, but not for me.
	Turns truth into personal opinion, so nothing is certain. There is no absolute Truth (John 17:17; Isa. 5:20).

	Jesus is a moral example, not an object for worship.
	Denies who Jesus truly is and removes his power to save. Just another religious figure in history (John 1:1; John 20:28; Heb. 1:6).

	Judging others is wrong. 
Live and let live.
	Confuses discernment with condemnation and allows sin and error to go unchecked (John 7:24; Matt. 7:15–20).

	Hell is nonexistent and unnecessary.
	Removes accountability and consequence for sin. Makes sin unimportant (Matt. 25:46; Rev. 20:15).

	The church must conform to modern cultural ethics.
	Declares that culture should shape truth instead of God’s Word 
(Rom. 12:2; Col. 2:8).

	Salvation is about human flourishing and self-fulfillment.
	Makes the gospel about self instead of reconciliation with God (Luke 9:23; 2 Cor. 5:18–19).

	Personal experience determines spiritual truth.
	Elevates feelings above Scripture, leading to confusion and error (Jer. 17:9; Prov. 14:12).

	Doctrine is difficult for the average person. Doesn’t apply to the every day.
	Produces shallow faith that is easily misled 
(Titus 1:9; Eph. 4:14).

	Asking questions is more important than having answers.
	Promotes ongoing doubt without ever reaching truth 
(Col. 2:2–3; 2 Tim. 3:7).
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
